Fabric #4 Medium (center triangclaeoic;fl?lylijr?glgtgeese units) 1/8yd.
Fabric #5 Medium Goose unit (center triangle) 1/8 yd.
Fabric #6 Medium Goose unit (center triangle) 1/8 yd.
Fabric #7 Medium Goose unit (center triangle) 1/8 yd.
Fabric #8 Medium Dark Inner border and binding Y yd.
Backing 3yd.
Batting 50" x 50"

Supplies needed:
v Easy Star and Geese Ruler (I will have rulers available for use in class or for purchase at a
special discounted rate for NQA attendees.)

v’ 6" x 24" ruler

v Rotary cutter and mat (if you can’t remember the last time you changed your blade, it's time!)

v' Sewing machine in good working condition

v Yy" piecing foot with guide (optional, but highly encouraged!)

v' Basic sewing supplies, including neutral thread for piecing and thread for machine quilting,
scissors, seam ripper, etc.

v Fabrics washed and pressed. (Spray sizing recommended.)
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
