What could be more enjoyable than stitching and embellishing your own lacy lingerie? Spend the day perfecting
your machine appliqué techniques while designing your own lovely corset collection! Gather lace, beads,
rickrack, and assorted trims to accessorize these darling unmentionables! You might want to consider reserving
a Bernina sewing machine on site, which will be stocked with all the specialty sewing machine feet you will need
for this class. However, if you bring your own sewing machine, make sure it is in good working condition and
consider splurging to buy a few new specialty feet, which will make adding the laces and trims easy and fun.
Select your prettiest collection of fabrics and come ready to create, embellish and have fun! (Of course, feel free
to make your corsets in any color combination you wish.) Magnifique!

FABRIC REQUIREMENTS Cut all strips selvage to selvage / width of fabric (WOF) unless noted.

NOTE: It is a good idea for you to wait to cut your borders strips until after your blocks are pieced.

Fabrics washed, ironed and cut according to the supply list

45mm rotary cutter (treat yourself to a new, sharp blade) and rotary mat

Mechanical pencil with extra lead

6" x 24" ruler

Smaller ruler such as 3” x 12" (optional)

If you bring your own sewing machine, | recommend a selection of the following, based on your
choice of trims: (inquire at your local sewing machine dealer for suggestions of accessory feet — and come
prepared!)

Y4 piecing foot with edge guide.

open toe appliqué foot

fancy stitch foot

cording foot

rickrack, pearl, or lace trim foot

couching foot

Neutral sewing thread for piecing

A selection of thread colors to match your fabrics for machine appliqué, decorative stitching and
embellishing

Invisible thread (essential!)

Microtex needles, sharps, topstitch needles. Size 70, 80 and 90. Embroidery needles are nice to have on
hand (optional). You WILL break needles, so bring extras!!!! (Ask me how | know....)

Paper scissors AND Fabric scissors

Basic sewing supplies, such as seam ripper, scissors, straight pins, etc.

Your own iron and ironing surface — or one you can share with a friend is helpful

An open mind, a creative attitude, a willingness to step out of your comfort zone a bit, and a sense of fun!

NOTES:

v" Be CREATIVE with your selection of laces, trims and embellishments. Choose a wide variety and be daring.

Think about adding sequins, feathers, and even Swarovski crystals. Browse your local fabric shop for
tassels, cording, piping, and rosettes — anything that will add interest!

Bring a good selection of threads to try — holographic, metallic, rayon, polyester — whatever you might have
on hand or think would be fun and add sparkle.

Audition a wide selection of fabrics for your corsets — you just never know what might look good until you try
it. Trust me — embellishing the corsets is addictive. You won't want to stop once you get started!
